                                            Preventing Perinatal HIV Transmission 

This course is intended to assist perinatal health care providers and facility administrators to understand, implement and assure appropriate counseling and HIV Testing documentation. The course requires the participant to:

· Read the Preventing Perinatal HIV Transmission Toolkit; and
· Complete and return the post-test, course evaluation and reporting forms.

· Describe interventions to assist in achieving 100% known HIV status of all admitted perinatal patients who may deliver;

· List essential components of a delivery plan for HIV positive women;

· Identify community resources for expert management of HIV positive women; and

· Demonstrate knowledge and skills necessary to ensure rapid HIV testing availability for all women with unknown HIV status at the time of admission.
