Course Description
Prevention of Group B Streptococcus Disease

This course is intended to assist perinatal health care providers to decrease the incidence of Neonatal Group B Streptococcus (GBS) Disease and use of intrapartum prophylaxis based on universal GBS screening, and through the rapid assessment of current GBS prophylaxis practices, development of evidence-based best practices and the enabling of rapid, multidisciplinary improvement cycles.The course requires the participant to: 


· Study the slide presentation; 
· Read the Prevention of Group B Streptococcus Disease Toolkit; and
· Complete and return the post-test, course evaluation and reporting forms.

The course is presented using presentation slides, a written toolkit and supplemental materials. · Demonstrate knowledge and skills necessary to establish and support GBS Universal Screening, appropriate use of Intrapartum Antibiotic Prophylaxis, effective neonatal evaluation and treatment.

· Understand changes in evidence regarding GBS since the publication of the initial toolkit in 2003;

· Recognize there are significant differences in the incident of Early Onset GBS Disease among Black infants; 

· Identify changes in microbiology of Early Onset Disease due to the increased IAP use of Penicillin and Ampicillin.
